Event Timeline

other promotional items from our sponsors.  Any remaining registrations will be available for day-of sign-ups. 

1:45 PM Player’s Meeting – All the sponsors will be mentioned and thanked during this time.  Course rules and 

considerations will be given, and players will be sent to their starting holes. 

2:15 PM Day Round Begins! -  And this is where the magic starts to happen.  Players will complete an 18-hole disc 

golf course.
